Registration

Registration forms submitted with required enclosures must mention the choice
of accommodation along with 50% of the security deposit as applicable by way of cheque
in favour of “Radhakishan Rukmani Devi Poddar Charitable Trust”.

The remaining 50% of the security deposit has to be paid by the resident by cheque upon
arrival at the home.

Time period and caveat

While all efforts shall be made to provide accommodation from the date of registration,
the home shall not be held liable for a delay beyond 6 months owing to strikes, lockouts,
natural calamities, riots or any other adversities that are not directly under the

control of the home.

Refund

In case of withdrawal from the home, the security deposit is refundable if the resident
has stayed for a minimum of 9 months. In case of the applicant’s death, the security
deposit will be refunded to the guardian/nominee of the deceased person.

This is subject to completion of legal formalities by cheque only.

If the applicant has not stayed at all, then 100% refund shall be made, provided such
intention of withdrawal is intimated in writing within 30 days of registration. If there
is a lapse in time period a deduction of 2.5% shall be made from the security deposit.
